Continue for 
approx. 1 mile through 4-corners 
intersection, going past Dwyer School  to 
“T” intersection. (see green sign at “T”) 
Turn LEFT onto Mount Hope ROAD for 
about ½ mile. Parking at TILCON lot.  
Ford-Faesch House is located at a 
diagonal upper right from Tilcon parking 
lot.
